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Abstract of the Will of John Lambrick of Erisey in the Parish of Ruan Major in the
County of Cornwall, Yeoman, written 6 Nov 1798, proved 29 Apr 1799.

Notes that as he did not receive any marriage portion on his marriage with his wife
Mary, he requests that her father settle the same on her. He also gives to her the
use of the household furniture during her widowhood.

The remainder of his goods, chattels and effects he gives in trust to William Jenney
of the borough of Truro, gentleman, for the benefit of his children Mary, Grace,
Elizabeth Hammell and John. Appoints the said William Jenney executor of his will.

Administration of the goods & so forth of the said deceased was granted to Mary
Lambrick, the widow, named as a legatee in the will, William Jenney having
renounced executorship.
